STUDIES ALTERNATIVE ENERGY RESOURCES

Performing a feasibility study on six alternative energy resources, 52 sixth grade students at Heritage Oak Private School learned about Earth’s renewable and non-renewable resources. Forming a fictional environmental engineering corporation, the task was divided among several student research and development teams and design and development teams.

Each research and development team used their laptop computers to investigate and produce PowerPoint presentations on the advantages and disadvantages of the resources, including history of usage, successes and failures. Design and development teams constructed models of each of the six main alternative energy resources: nuclear, solar, wind, hydroelectric, geothermal and biomass, based upon the findings of their research and development counterparts.. 

Presenting to the fictional client corporation, the students illustrated their findings and made recommendations for regional usage as specific to their clients' needs. They were asked impromptu questions by the "clients" and were then compensated for their work in the form of a grade, including bonuses in the form of bonus points.
