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The S.A.F.E. Program at Heritage Oak Private School

S.A.F.E., which stands for “Skills and Assets For Excellence,”  is the nine-week curriculum created by the Brea Police Department in conjunction with The Search Institute, a non-profit organization designed to promote healthy youth and communities.

Research in this area completed by The Search Institute resulted in the formation of the “40 Developmental Assets.”  These assets, the foundation for the S.A.F.E. program, are proven qualities essential in raising children to be successful in many areas of their lives, such as: education, relationships, decision making, and personal responsibility.

In addition to the in-class instruction, Heritage Oak’s S.A.F.E. instructor, Officer Zeeb, teaches the value of community service to the fifth grade students at Heritage Oak.  Defined as doing something for someone else, outside of your home or family, without getting paid, community service is completed by every Heritage Oak fifth-grade student for at least one hour a week during the S.A.F.E. program.

Heritage Oak is a traditional school appealing to parents who are seeing a proven curriculum and a safe, nurturing environment.  Community awareness, academic achievement, and family values are just part of a program that focuses on the development of the whole child.

The U.S. Department of Education bestowed its highest honor upon Heritage Oak when it awarded the school the 1998-1999 “Blue Ribbon” award.
